2. Each exhibitor shall automatically become an associate member of the Society along with the annual associate membership fee of $10.00 

3. No exhibitor can win more than two prizes in the same section of any class or as specified in the Prize List.  All articles, baked goods and canned or preserved goods must have been made no later than one year prior to the fair.

4. The Judge's decision is final but in the event of any dissatisfaction the exhibitor may have the privilege of asking the Judge's reasons for placing, and should any mistake occur in awarding prizes, which cannot be adjusted in the Judge's book, the Directors shall then decide the matter in dispute. 

5. No person shall be allowed to interfere with the judges while in discharge of their duties. Any exhibitor or attendant, who is guilty of creating a disturbance, whether by openly criticizing the judge or using obscene language to any judge or officer, shall therefore forfeit the right of any premium and may be suspended by the Society from exhibiting.

6. All donations in money, goods, articles or articles of any kind given to the Society for special prizes shall be considered property of the Society until awarded.

7. While the directors will take precautions under the circumstances to prevent accidents in and around the grounds, and attempt to insure the safety of articles and livestock, any exhibitor or persons going into or upon the grounds or parking lots must personally assume all risk of accident or injury or damage from any cause whatsoever.
8. The Society will not hold itself responsible for any printers or other palpable errors in this Prize List.

HOMECRAFT DIVISION RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. All competitions open to residents of the Province except where otherwise stated in the Prize List.

2. The Society will not be held responsible for any printers or palpable errors in the Prize List.

3. Any infringement of the rules and regulations will be punished by withholding the entry from the class and/or prizes, expulsion from the Society or all.

4. Each exhibitor becomes an associate member of the Society.

5. The Society will collect a $5.00 administration fee from exhibitors when entries are received.  4-H Club members, Special Needs, Junior Foods and Crafts, and School Children’s exhibits are exempt from the administration fee except when competing in the adult classes.
6. All produce, horticultural items and manufactured articles must be the property of the person in whose name they are entered.

7. No person shall be permitted to enter more than one article per section in each class

8. The judge’s decision shall be final.  Should any mistake occur in awarding prizes, which cannot be adjusted on the judge’s book, the committee head and/or the Home Craft President shall then decide the matter in dispute.

9. Exhibits entered for the special prizes shall not be allowed to compete in other classes.  No extra prizes shall be awarded other than what is printed in the Prize List.

10. Any exhibit not meeting Provincial Judging Standards shall not be awarded Prize money.

11. All name tags will be opened after being judged.

12. Exhibit Hall must be closed to all exhibitors and public until judging is completed.  

13. General rules of South Waterloo Agriculture Society shall prevail in all circumstances.

14. 16. Exhibitor tickets can be picked up from Home Craft Executive, calling 519-624-1140 or on the Wednesday of the fair.  All entries must be tagged and all food entries must be appropriately covered (plastic wrap, plastic bags) or in case of canning entries, sealed and labeled.

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· KNITTED KNOCKERS - Knitted Knockers are special handmade breast prosthesis for women who have undergone mastectomies or other procedures to the breast. Traditional breast prosthetics are usually expensive, heavy, sweaty and uncomfortable. They typically require special bras or camisoles with pockets and can’t be worn for weeks after surgery. Knitted Knockers on the other hand are soft, comfortable, beautiful and when placed in a regular bra they take the shape and feel of a real breast.  Patterns are to follow.  www.knittedknockerscanada.com
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· THERAPUTIC HAND MUFFS – It’s a basic knitted muff using different yarn textures and colours.  Items, such as beads, buttons and ribbons are then attached (inside and outside) to provide even more tactile stimulation.  People with dementia or autism often have restless hands and can be soothed by having something to keep their hands occupied.  The muff provides as source of visual, tactile and sensory stimulation at the same time as keeping hands snug and warm.  Patterns to follow. DONATION TO LONG TERM HOMES AND/OR KIDS ABILITY
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THERAPEUTIC HAND MUFF
Materials: Soft chunky or super chunky yarns and novelty yarns such as eyelash or faux fur yarns. Needles: 8mm circular (easiest) or 6.5mm straight needles.The muff is knit in one long tube which is double the length of the final size. Once you are finished, you will push the interior up inside and sew the two ends together. If using straight needles you will knit a rectangle and sew up the sides first.

Instructions:
Cast on 40 stitches. The first half will be the inside of the muff-- chenille or other soft/cozy yarns are best. Work rounds in knit stitch for 11 inches. If using straight needles, knit stocking stitch (knit a row, purl a row) for 11 inches. Continue knitting, but begin swapping out different yarns with interesting colours and textures, such as eyelash, mohair, and novelty yarns. Continue until the length measures about 23 inches and cast off.

If using straight needles: lightly iron the long strip, then neatly join the sides together using edge to edge stitch (with the knit side facing out). At this point you should have a tube.
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Now it’s time to sew on the tactile items. Suggestions include: buttons, beads (in strings or separately), ribbons, small wooden toys or shapes, patches of leather, knitted/crocheted pockets and flowers, zippers, loops, pompoms, etc. Avoid using delicate items such as feathers, items with sharp edges or points, heavy or large items or anything that could tear or break and cause harm. It’s best if items are washable.

It is very important to securely attach the items. Use fishing line, leather string or embroidery thread. Attach each item to a large button on the back of the work as an anchor. The muff will be doubled up so these anchor buttons won’t be visible on the end product.

Attach 2 or 3 items inside the muff (things to grab on to such as large wooden beads, pompoms, etc.) and a few things on the outside. When you have completed attaching items, push the inside half up inside the muff body and sew the two ends together using a neat edge to edge stitch. 
CROCHETED THERAPEUTIC HAND MUFF
This muff is crocheted in two layers, which gives extra warmth. Each layer is worked in the round and in a spiral, so please do not join rounds unless instructed to do so. The bobbles are optional; you can work rows of bobbles, individual bobbles, or none at all. In the outer layer I carried along strands of textured yarns - mohair, ribbon, chain and boucle - for some rows, but this is again optional. I have also added instructions for a buttoned tab so that any non-washable embellishments can be removed for washing.  Instructions are given for two different diameters of muff and length can be adjusted by working more of fewer rows.
Note: Please make sure that all materials used are machine-washable, all sewn-on embellishments are securely stitched in place, and all ends are securely woven in. Any ends that are to be left for twiddling should be non-fray
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Materials for basic muff;

Yarn: aran

Hook: 8mm (or size required for tension)

6mm (optional, for button tab)

Tension: 10 stitches and 9 rows to 4"

Finished dimensions: S/M 10.5" long by 7" diameter, laid flat.

M/L 10.5" long by 7.5" diameter, laid flat.

Abbreviations: ch - chain

dc - double crochet

htr - half treble crochet

mb - make bobble

Make bobble (mb): [Yarn over hook, hook through stitch, yarn over and pull through 2 loops] 5 times in same stitch, yarn over and pull through all 6 loops on hook, 1 ch to

secure (ch does not count as a stitch for next rnd.

Inner/ outer sleeve: (make 2)

With aran yarn and 8mm hook chain 36 (40). Taking care not to twist the chain slip stitch into furthest chain from hook to make a ring.

Rnd 1 (RS): Ch 1 (does not count as first stitch), 1 htr in same ch, 1 htr in each ch to end of rnd, place marker if using, 36 (40) sts.

Rnd 2: 1 htr in each st to end, move marker to denote new end of rnd, 36 (40) sts.

Rnds 3-21: Repeat rnd 2.

Rnd 22: 1 htr in each st until 1 st remains, 1 dc in next st, sl st in next st. Fasten off and break yarn leaving a long tail (at least 2 metres) for finishing off
